4. Which of the “7 things God is doing with the plagues” was new or 
valuable for you?   

5. What’s the value of understanding that God’s purposes in any one 
event are multiple?  How might that help us as we process the 
current events of our time and the things happening in our lives?  

6. Where do you see God’s mercy in the story of the 10 plagues?  How 
does it point us to Jesus and the Gospel?   

7. Which NEXT STEP will you take this week and why?
