
TAKING ACTION 

Earmark 15-30 minutes this week to MEDITATE on and MARVEL at the 
tremendous truths revealed in Jesus' prayer in John 17:1-5. Meditate on 
and marvel at the unity of the Triune God, their shared mission to save a 
people, and how that mission is accomplished. Marvel at the glory of 
Jesus and how it's surprisingly seen in the cross, resurrection, and 
ascension. Marvel at the authority of Jesus to give eternal life and how He 
makes that possible. Marvel at the fact that we can know God through 
Jesus and the sacrifice He offers.    

In John 17, Jesus is praying the longest prayer recorded in the four Gospels 
just before His arrest and crucifixion. The prayer is massive in scope, truth, 
themes, and significance.

3. Which of the three highlighted WORK truths was most captivating 
and meaningful to you? Why?   

4. Which of the three highlighted GLORIFY truths was most new or 
challenging to you? Why?  

5. Which of the three highlighted ETERNAL LIFE truths was helpful and 
encouraging to you? Why?  

6. Break into pairs and practice, in your own words, connecting those 
three words to one another to explain the Gospel of Jesus: WORK, 
GLORIFY, and ETERNAL LIFE.  

7. How will you engage in TAKING ACTION this week? (It’s on the 
bottom of the outline.) What’s your practical plan? Where and when?
