David’s RESPONSE

David will not passively RESIGN.

David will not aggressively FIGHT for CONTROL.

David will ACTIVELY TRUST.

David understands the kingdom is not HIS but GOD’S.

God who MADE him king is God who will KEEP him king or REMOVE

him as king.

David is surrendered to the sovereign PLAN and PURPOSE of God.

Trusting God is not EASY, but often AGONIZING. David WEEPS!
