6. What does Jesus mean in 17:17 when He says, "Sanctify them in the
truth; Your word is truth.” What does that word sanctify mean? How
does the truth sanctify us? Play with and ponder that concept.

7. What does it look like to live set apart for Jesus and His mission?
What does that practically look like in our passions and priorities?

8. TAKING ACTION: Our lives connect to the mission of Jesus in so
many ways, but we don't always see that. Why is it powerful to see it?
How is your life currently and practically connected to the mission of
Jesus?
