4. Second Thessalonians is pretty strong on the future judgement. How is
that for you? Comforting or disturbing? Why is it valuable to

contemplate these truths as part of a balanced diet of biblical teaching?

5. Second Thessalonians is pretty strong on the value and importance of

work. Is this at all relevant or practical for our church today?

Household/Family Focus: for discussion in your household

Review the structural chart of Second Thessalonians together as a
household. Discuss the three things that Paul provides for the
Thessalonians and how your household is doing in each. (After all, our

homes are meant to be mini churches!)

Prayer

There are a bunch of little prayers in Second Thessalonians (1:3-4, 1:11-12,
2:13-17, 3:5, 3:16). Read them quickly together and use them as a

springboard for praying for one another.
