10:10; and, Ephesians 3:14-19. How do these passages relate to a 
flourishing life in Jesus? 

3. Read Matthew 23:27-28. What was Jesus’ assessment of the religious 
leaders of his day? How might this relate to us today? Read Proverbs 
4:23-27. Why is the heart so important? What steps can we take to 
guard our hearts? 

4. Which one of the 7 points from this week’s message notes most 
resonated with you? Process and share your insights with one 
another.
