NEXT STEP CONVO:  Share a circumstance in your life right now where 
God is calling you trust His sovereignty or His promises.   

1. Read Hebrews 11:1, 6, 13-16, 20-22 together as a group. How did you 
“come under” God’s Word and the message this week? What did you 
learn? What were the takeaways?   
 

2. Vote together to pick one of the guy’s stories to dive into deeper and 
discuss.   

• Isaac:  Read Genesis 27 together and discuss how Isaac’s faith is 
expressed in his broken blessing of Esau and Jacob.   

• Jacob:  Read Genesis 47:29 - 49:1 and discuss how Jacob’s faith is 
expressed in the blessing of his sons.   

• Joseph:  Read Genesis 50:15-26 and discuss how Joseph’s faith is 
expressed at his father’s death and his own death.   

3. Do you ever think about death, your final and darkest trial? What are 
practical ways we can prepared ourselves now to one day “die in 
faith”?
