1. Read Leviticus 16 together as a group. How did you “come under” 
God’s Word in the text/message this week?  What was new, fresh, or 
challenging?  
 
 
 

2. Imagine yourself as an ancient Israelite.  What do you think it would 
have felt like to experience the Day of Atonement?   

 

3. Read Hebrews 9-10 together as a group.  It’s a complex chapter, but 
what connections do you see with Leviticus 16?  What is the author of 
Hebrews saying?   

 
 

4. We didn’t talk about them in the message, but Hebrews 10:19-25 
contains 3 direct applications in the form of “let us” statements. 
Because Jesus is our better high priest, sacrifice and scapegoat, what 
does the author of Hebrew exhort us to do?  Which of the 3 is your 
biggest need right now?   
 

5. Who in your circle of influence is not yet a Christian?  Do you think 
they have a harder time seeing their own “cancer” or believing that 
Jesus is really the “cure?”
