Growth Group as Family: What do YOU look to for salvation,
satisfaction, and life when you look away from Jesus? How does your
Growth Group help you fix your eyes on Jesus? How can your group
help you more?

as a person who needs Jesus, but is looking to other personal and
worldly cures? How can you love, serve, and/or engage them in the
next week or month?

PRAY (use these prompts to pray in response to God'’s Word)

Use your prayer time to again "fix your eyes on Jesus” together. Pray
for one another based on how you've shared.
