
3. Good works are not the end, but a means to the MISSION 
of JESUS, by making the Gospel ATTRACTIVE and 
COMPELLING.   

The mission of Jesus is the mission of His church.  Grace 
Central Coast exists for this mission.

Titus ends with a 3 fold call to “good works.”  So let’s talk about the  
place and function of good works in the life of a Christian and the life  
of a  church . . .  

 

1. Good works are not the REASON for our salvation, but 
the RESULT of our salvation.  

2. Good works are not something we do just ALONE, but 
also TOGETHER.     

• A call to WINSOME ENGAGEMENT, not SEPARATISTIC 
WITHDRAWAL  

• A call to COMMUNITY SERVICE, not CULTURE WARS 

• A call to LIVE what we BELIEVE   

What Do Good Works Do?    
Titus 3:1-15

3. If good works are not an end in themselves, what larger purpose do 
they serve?   

4. Read Luke 19:10 and Matthew 28:18-20.  These are two expressions 
of the mission of Jesus and our mission.  Do you think the new way 
we are expressing our mission as a church, “Helping people find 
and follow Jesus,” expresses the mission of Jesus accurately, simply, 
clearly and memorably?   

 

5. In our mission statement, what does “find” imply and involve?  What 
does “follow” imply and involve?   

6. Think of one thing that Grace Central Coast does.  Can you see and 
explain how that thing “helps people find and follow Jesus?” 

7. What “good works” is your group pursuing together to “help 
people find and follow Jesus”?  (Don’t forget that you and your kids 
are some of those “people!”)
