What does he call himself in verse 1 and why is that striking?   

3. Which of the “colorful” descriptions of these false teachers in verses 12 
- 13 jumped out at you and why?  Why is Jude so upset about these 
people?   

4. Discuss an instance where you’ve encountered a distortion or denial of 
the Gospel.  

 

5. What is “the faith” and what does it mean to “contend” for it?  What are 
some practical ways that we can do that?   

6. Look at verse 20.  “Keep yourselves in the love of God” is the main verb 
phrase of that verse.  “Building,” “praying” and “waiting” are participle 
phrases that describe how we keep ourselves in the love of God.  What 
is this verse saying and what are some practical ways we can do it?   

7. Look at the “bookends" of the book in verse 1 and verse 24.  What do 
these verses have in common and what do they communicate?  Why is 
this a tremendous comfort?
