In 4:24-27, what does Paul say that Ismael and Isaac and their
mothers symbolize? What are the two covenants? (We've talked
about them before in our Galatians series.)

In the context of what we know is going on in these Galatian
churches, what is Paul telling them in 4:29? What he telling them
to do in 4:30 with the use of that Genesis quote?

Any take-a-ways for you from the story of Abraham’s dysfunctional
family?

A lot of history. . . a bunch of allegory. . . What is Paul talking
about here? And what in the world does this passage have to do
with us?

Using this passage, try and make yourself two category
contrasting chart like the one we looked at together in the service
that visualizes what Paul is telling us here.
