3. Let the reality of God’s eternality put your TIME-BOUND 

PROBLEMS in proper PERSPECTIVE.  (2 Corinthians 4:17-18)  

4. Let the reality of God’s eternality STOKE your LONGING for 

eternity.  (Ecclesiastes 3:11)  

5. Let the reality of God’s eternality deepen your Gospel 

WONDER and COURAGE.  (2 Timothy 1:8-10)

6. Read 2 Timothy 1:8-15.  How does the eternality of God connect to 
the Gospel of Jesus?
