might happen if you did?  

 

4. How are we to understand God changing His mind in response 
to the prayers and petitions of His people?  Does this mean that 

God’s perfections, purposes or promises change?   
 
 

5. Read James 1:12-18. Where is this text teaching that God is 

unchanging?  How is that truth related to the exhortation to be 
“steadfast” under trial?  How does it relate to the truth that God 
doesn’t tempt us to sin?  How does it relate to the truth that 

God is the giver of every good thing in our lives?   

 
 

6. Read Romans 8:31-39.  How does this text relate and connect 

to “God is unchanging?”   
 
 
 
 

7. Where is a place in your life right now where you struggling to 

trust God?  How does the reminder that “God is unchanging” 
bolster and fuel your trust?
