Hidden Figures illustrates the power of linking our work to something

BIGGER than ourselves that MATTERS. (Big view of work)

This high/big view of work echoes the Biblical doctrine of WORK.

4. We're better and go further TOGETHER.

Hidden Figures tells the stories of THREE women, not just ONE.

Hidden Figures shows these women in the context of their broader
COMMUNITIES. (Their friendship, their families, their churches, their

work teams)

Hidden Figures tells the story of an ACHIEVEMENT that could only be

accomplished by a TEAM.

This high view of community echoes the Biblical doctrine of
