What is love?  Certainly, love is something you feel.  Love is also something 
you do.  But is love someone you know?  The Bible says that “God IS love”  
(1 John 4:8, 16).  What then can we learn about love from God? 
Everything.   
 
God’s love for GOD (John 17:20–26; 1 John 4:8–13) 

1. If God was NON-EXISTENT, then what we call LOVE is 
FUNDAMENTALLY about SURVIVAL in an accidental UNIVERSE. 

2. If God was UNIPERSONAL, then LOVE is not a FUNDAMENTAL 
part of who HE is or the UNIVERSE He created.  

3. Since God is TRIUNE (Father, Son, and Spirit), then LOVE is a 
FUNDAMENTAL part of who HE is and the UNIVERSE He created.  

4. The FATHER and the SON. (John 17:5, 24) 
 

5. The LOVE between the FATHER and the SON. (1 John 4:8–13)
