Is this an area of struggle 
for you? Where do you need to be more generous in your life in 
order to serve others and live more like Jesus? Are you building 
bunkers or flinging open doors? 

5. Your Growth Group as a Family: How can you help each other 
succeed at things that really matter in life. Parenting? Relationships? 
Sharing your faith? Serving people in need? Talk it out! 

6. Your Growth Group as Servants and Missionaries:  What is one way 
your group can grow in generosity together? Is there a way for you to 
serve your local community together? Discuss and plan together!
