The REVELATION of God’s Faithfulness  

• The OCCASION for the revelation is SIN. (Ex. 32)  

• The REQUEST for the revelation is by MOSES. (Ex. 33:13)   

• The SETTING for the revelation is STRANGE. (Ex. 33:19-23)   

• The RESPONSE to the revelation is WORSHIP. (Ex. 34:8)   

• The CONTENT of the revelation is PARADOXICAL. (Ex. 34:6-7)

• Two contrasting STATEMENTS in Exodus 34.   

• Two contrasting STREAMS across redemptive history.
