your life.

How is your group helping one another to do 
that?  What do YOU need more from your group in this regard?   

6. Your Growth Group as Servants and Missionaries:  How is putting 
God first in our lives (fearing Him and keeping His commandments) 
in itself missional?  How should it lead us to help people find and 
follow Jesus?   

• Pray for a reprioritization of your life as you head into the fall.   

• Pray for one another about those things shared in question 4.  

• Pray for the elimination of Covid and those suffering because of it.
