2. Where do you WANT to serve?   

3. Do you need to serve SOMEWHERE ELSE?   




As we think today about our shared call to serve one another in the local 
church, Jesus reminds us that serving is the very heart and center of the 
Gospel . . .  

1. Serving is the way of JESUS. 

• Jesus DEFINED His ministry as one of SERVING.   

• Jesus SERVED us.   

2. Serving is the COMMAND of Jesus for His followers.  

• Jesus invites us to FOLLOW Him.  His WAY is our WAY. 

• We are to serve ONE ANOTHER and the world,  
just as Jesus served US. 

• Serving always requires that we TRUST JESUS.
