We are helping the
next generation find and follow Jesus! What else in our church do
see is focused on the next generation? How can we reach the next

generation better?

4. We are baptized in the name of the Father, a reminder that we
children in the FAMILY of God. We are baptized in the name of the
Son, a reminder that we, like He, are SERVANTS of God. We are
baptized in the name of the Holy Spirit, a reminder that we are sent
as sent as MISSIONARIES into the world for God. What God does in
us, He also wants to do through us! As a follower of Jesus, how much
do you think of yourself as FAMILY, SERVANT, MISSIONARY. What
might change if you began to think in those terms?

* Pray together for those baptized on Sunday that baptism might be a
catalyst to galvanize and grow their faith. Pray together that many
more people might be saved and baptized at Grace Central Coast.
