NEXT STEPS to apply and practice God’s Word . . .

• What is one way this Fall that you, with others in your Growth Group 

or with friends, can GO to the world locally or globally to serve  and

1. Read Romans 12:1-13:10 together as a group.  How did you “come 
under” God’s Word in the text and message this week?  How were 
you challenged?  Which verse is the most radical to you?   
 
 

2. Do you think this Biblical approach we see in Romans 12 (stand, 
submit, suffer, serve) is the way the majority of Christians today are 
relating to the world?  If not, why is that?  How are we relating to the 
world instead?   
 
 

3. What does it practically look like to bless those who persecute us?  
Can you think of any real life examples where you’ve seen this?   
 

4. Which one of the four ways of living in and responding to the 
unbelieving world (stand, submit, suffer, serve) is most challenging or 
troublesome to you?  Why?   

5. We too often think that we stand, submit, suffer, and serve alone, but 
Romans 12 & 13 makes it clear that we do this together.  So flesh out 
what it looks like for you to do each of these together.  How can we 
lean into one another even as we live together in the world?   

 

• Pray for those struggling through Covid.  Pray for the elimination of 
Covid.  Pray for God’s mercy to be poured out in the midst of Covid.  
  

• Pray that God would unify our church and move our church to 
respond to the unbelieving world in these 4 Biblical ways.   

• With Romans 12 in hand, pray that the Lord would guide us as we 
seek to stand, submit, suffer, and serve together.
