What’s your favorite season of the year and why?  

1. Read John 1:1-18 together. How did you “come under” God’s Word 
and the message this week? What did you learn? What were your 
takeaways?   
 

2. Take time as a group to read through the first chapters of all 4 
Gospels to get a feel for their differences and especially the 
distinctive difference of John. How is John really different than the 
others?  

3. Without looking at the outline chart, can someone explain the 
structure of John’s “poetic prelude” in John 1:1-18? How are the 
stanza’s similar and what distinguishes each? What is John trying to 
do here?   

4. What does John 1:16 mean when it says we have received in Jesus 
“grace upon grace?" Is verse 17 highlighting a contrast between 
Moses’ giving of the law and grace and truth coming through Jesus?  
Or is something else going on in verse 17?  

5.  What do we mean when we say, “We must now understand grace 
and truth in light of Jesus?” Why is that true?   

6. Why must an understanding of grace and truth in Jesus lead us 
toward following Jesus’ way of grace and truth with others around us?
