5. Read John 20:30-31. What is this and how does it help us understand 
the Gospel of John?  How does this story of the witness of John the 
baptist connect to these verses and vice versa?  

6. How does each of the three “titles” that John calls Jesus (Lamb of 
God, Holy Spirit baptizer, Son of God) relate to LIFE that we find in
