A city set on a
hill cannot be hidden." How are both Jesus AND His followers the
light of the world?

4. How does knowing how salt was used in the first century help you
understand what Jesus is saying in verse 13?7 How does Jesus want us
to relate to others in the world?

5. Philip encouraged us to not ask, "What can | get out of this?" but
rather to ask, "What can | make better today?" So, discuss: How
would your week look different if you shifted your thinking away from
yourself and toward being salt and light so others would know Jesus?
