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What did you like about this text and message? What moved
you? What challenged you? What didn’t you understand?

Which are you most prone to in relation to the world: flight
(separatism), fight (triumphalism) or blend (syncretism)? Talk
through how Jesus’ prayer keeps us from all three pitfalls.

What if we only live in a Christian way, but never speak the
Gospel? Why must we speak? What happens if we speak the
Gospel, but don't live it?
