1. We all long for MEANING and FULFILLMENT “under the sun.”

2. In our longing, we all make GOOD things ULTIMATE things and
are DISAPPOINTED every time.

What good things?

Why do they all disappoint every time?

3. The things we long for are only found when we make GOD our
ULTIMATE thing.

Who is this God?

What does it mean to make God ultimate?
1. REMEMBER God.
2. FEAR God = LOVE God = TRUST God
3. KEEP God’s COMMANDMENTS

4. When God is our ULTIMATE thing, GOOD things “under the sun”
can be ENJOYED for what they are.

Do you think you are able to enjoy “good things in
life” for what they are? If not, why not?

. Read 1 Corinthians 15:58. How does Ecclesiastes point us to and

prepare us for Jesus and the Gospel? How does Ecclesiastes speak of
Jesus? What do we know that the Teacher didn’t know?

. Share one GOOD THING that you have made in the past or even now
tend to make an ULTIMATE THING in your life. (Possible examples:
relationships, pleasure, entertainment, work, family, accomplishment,
physical prowess or appearance, service, SUCCeSsS, money, material
things, your social media persona, etc.)
