Our scripture reading today is a compilation of several texts, which are 
printed here for your convenience.   

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only Son, that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life. (John 3:16)  

The true light, which gives light to everyone, was coming into the 
world. He was in the world, and the world was made through Him, 
yet the world did not know Him.  He came to His own, and His own 
people did not receive Him. But to all who did receive Him, who 
believed in His name, He gave the right to become children of God.  
(John 1:9-12) 

And this is the testimony, that God gave us eternal life, and this life is 
in His Son.  (1 John 5:11)  

For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in 
Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 6:23)  

He who did not spare His own Son but gave Him up for us all, how 
will He not also with Him graciously give us all things?
