Were those the results God promised
in Gen 12:1-37?

5. How does God respond to Abram’s failures? What do you
think of God’s response? s it biblical?

How big of a risk was Abram taking in going to Egypt and
calling Sarai his sister? Did his actions threaten the
prevention of God’s plans and promises? Why/not? How is
similar for us when we respond to God in fear?

. What “fails” have you experienced in your journey of faith?
