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7. Read Philippians 2:5-8 together. How does this text give us another
angle on the eternality, the incarnation, the sacrifice and exaltation of
the Son? Compare this text with the Declaration of Faith

statement?

8. Look back and read Ephesians 1:3-14 again. We said last week the
Father architects our salvation and the Son accomplishes our
salvation. Where is the accomplishing work of the Son mentioned in

Ephesians 1?

9. How is the doctrine of Jesus Christ the Son of God PERSONAL?
How is it PRACTICAL? Or to put it another way. . . How does this
doctrine touch you? How does it speak to you? How does it move

you to action?
